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Brooklands Motorsport and Aviation Museum 23rd April 
 
The month is April, and it is a Sunday - it must be a TR event… A far too 
familiar April morning 
dawned on our trip to 
Brooklands, and as 
always conversations 
started off about the 
weather and is the 
hood going to be up 
or down? 
 

The South Downs 
group assembled in 
Cowfold and we travelled in convoy. This was the first outing for Euan’s 

beautiful TR3 (WUB 416) and together with 
two TR3As,a TR4A, a TR6, two TR7s, a 
Spitfire and Chris’s stunning VX220  we set 
out on the damp journey. 
 

When we arrived we were greeted by a host 
of Triumphs of all types and ages, and there 
was an excellent representation of TRs. 
 

The museum itself is spread out on the large Brooklands site, and you 
need to be methodical so as not to miss anything.

(30 feet high) also reminded you of how incredible it must have felt to drive 
in that  position. 
 

Unfortunately the rain made 
the scheduled hill climb up the 
Test Hill a non event, and had 
this taken place it would have 
added to the day. The Hill 
starts climbing at 1 in 8 and 
finishes at 1 in 4. I walked up 
the hill and it enabled you to 
view the whole site and again 
marvel at the small part of  
circuit remaining.  
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The display of Triumphs of all types added to the Brooklands Museum’s 
unique exhibits. There is plenty to see, and the site demands a full day to 
take in everything. The exhibits of 30 aircraft, including a Concorde being 
restored to its former glory, along with 34 vehicles make it a mixture of 
the two methods of transport through the ages.. 
 

The weather inevitably made visitors leave earlier than possibly planned, 
which is always a shame. But I am sure that those that went to  
Brooklands enjoyed it and anyone with the WWW factor can view events 
scheduled and see what is there, to get a taste of it all..
